	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]As noted above, the western two-thirds of the perimeter area was mostly obscured by clouds.  There was one isolated heat source detected approx. 500 feet outside the western boundary just above the main road (Division A).  Since this was seen through the clouds it could indicate a larger area of heat.  Most of the heat noted and the largest area of perimeter growth was in the upper Rose Creek drainage (Division G).  Again tonight there were a few isolated heat sources outside the perimeter on the rocky upper slopes of Otokomi Mountain.  One isolated heat source outside the perimeter but in the timber was noted west of Two Dog Creek at 48.7173, -113.5177.  Also noted were three isolated heat sources outside and surrounded by the perimeter in the Two Dog Creek drainage.
