	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
There was an updated Helicopter GPS perimeter shapefile from the Incident today that was used as a starting perimeter base.  I accepted it except where it went through the lake and down to the Rising Sun Campground.  Just east of the campground there was scattered heat activity noted which was ~1500 feet outside the helicopter GPS boundary and 500 feet further to the east of the IR heat perimeter last night.  The Helicopter must have missed this heat.  The only other significant area of heat outside the helicopter boundary was up Rose Creek were scattered heat was noted right along last night’s IR heat perimeter.  There were still a few isolated heat sources noted outside of the norther perimeter, but far fewer than previous nights.
