	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
I was requested to start last night’s interpretation with the perimeter from field GIS, and stay with 3170 acres unless there was a blowout of the perimeter.  Tonight quite a lot of heat activity was noted that extended the boundary in the Two Dog Creek drainage and added two disconnected bodies of heat perimeter in the same area.  This overall increased activity warranted a new acreage and rather than start from the stated 3170 acres, I used the actual perimeter acres and calculated growth from last night’s actual perimeter acreage.  The result was an interpreted growth of 49 acres.  There were also two groups of isolated heat sources further north of the perimeter at -113.522, 48.719 and -113.505 and 48.726, but these are located in very rocky areas above timberline.
