	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Tonight is the first time since I started this incident on 7/24 that I have noted intense heat.  The northeast lobe of the perimeter in the Two Dog Creek drainage burned together the two islands of heat that were delineated outside the perimeter last night.  This resulted in 216 acres of growth since last night.  Scattered heat remains throughout.

There was one isolated heat source noted outside the perimeter on the west end near where Saint Mary’s River enters the lake on the north bank at -113.607, 48.668.
