	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Fire is much more active than when mapped 2 nights previously.  Where there were 2 isolated hot spots, there is now a well-developed perimeter, with several pockets of intense heat, especially downslope.  Most of the perimeter growth is downslope towards Moose Creek, with some creeping westward into upper slopes of Maple Creek drainage.  The fire is located at about 4000-5400 ft elevation, in the southern half of Section 12, on a steep hillside above Moose Creek.
