	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
This fire was difficult to interpret with the distortion band in the middle.
Of importance is a possible spot fire just south of the creek,  noted on the maps with latitude & longitude.
The possible spot fire on the northwest was difficult to determine,  however the modis satellite also picked up recent heat in the area of the spot.

The major fire activity and intense heat is to the north between Maple Creek and Maple Lake Ridge.
Two fingers of intense heat appear on each side of the Maple heat,  one heading to the northwest,  one to the northeast and burning east of Bell Point.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The southline of the fire is just north of Moose Creek and shows scattered and isolated heat sources,   including the spot fire mentioned above.

At my office in Custer SD,  we had a powerful lightning storm that knocked out electricity just as I was starting to interpret this evening, set me back a bit.  Ken marchand
