The fire made a major run to the northeast going over the Maple Lake Ridge.  This run shows the most intense heat of the fire.

The finger of fire just to the west, between Maple Creek and Maple Lake Ridge,  has decreased in heat leaving only scattered heat.

The eastern middle part of the fire shows intense heat southeast of Bell Point and is about 1 mile west of the East Fork Moose Creek.

The western edge shows some scattered and isolated heat sources.
