Division Supt – Summary Questionnaire: FOBs have identified specific information regarding each structure. This questionnaire is to identify trends specific to entire areas, i.e. Dixie, Orogrande, etc.
1) How many pumps/sprinkler systems are set up with sprinkler systems? 

2) How long to turn them on and implement the plan?

3) Which areas can we stay and defend? Which areas will you leave after sprinklers are turned on?
a. Characterize if structures are defensible. Not a tally, just a generalization, i.e. only a few structures are defensible.
b. Is there additional fuels prep work needed that can be done this fire season, i.e. could be done in the next few days?


4) Characterization of ingress/egress to these communities, i.e., does the road need to be snagged; is the road one way in, one way out; slow curvy roads, etc.



5) Other infrastructure associated with the community? Bridges, telephone lines, etc.



6) Suggestions on any mitigation measures the keep this infrastructure from being impacted from a fire.


7) Is there a safety zone for the fire-fighters and community?

8) Is there an extraction site identified and can access to it be limited by inversions?
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
