[bookmark: _GoBack]No areas of scattered or intense heat were identified; isolated heat sources were distributed very widely throughout.   Similar to yesterday (9/9) there were some minor concentration of heat sources in the southeast end denoted on the map as new growth.     Also similar to 9/8, there were some isolated heat sources identified a little ways outside of previous IR perimeters of Wash and Slide Fires (both sides of the  Selway River). There were a few isolated heat sources identified outside the IR heat perimeter, and on some, additional, separate perimeter polygons were created around them. Map has coordinates of one of these. Three other heat source quite a ways from the main perimeter were identified as well. Many heat sources concentrated in the center of the perimeter of Wash were not mapped because of time constraints.
