	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
NOTE: As in previous nights, the scanner order specified Wash Fire (new # ID-NCF-000881), the scan box included the adjacent Slide Fire, and it was also mapped.   IR products for Wash and/or Slide Fires are now only be posted in the Selway Complex IR.   Inciweb and other ICT intel of 9/11/2015 now contradicts 9/11 NRCC reports, and previous AC, ICT intel with regards to who owns the Slide Fire.  As of today, it appears that Motorway Complex does, so I posted products in their ftp/…/IR folder as well.  
INTERPRETATION:
No areas of scattered or intense heat were identified; isolated heat sources were distributed very widely throughout.  Similar to prior flights there were some minor concentration of heat sources in the upper (southern) parts of the Fall Creek and Sob Creek drainages, but not enough to map as “scattered heat”.     Also similar to 9/8, there were some isolated heat sources identified a little ways outside of, or between previous IR perimeters of Wash and Slide Fires (both sides of the  Selway River) and tonight’s IR perimeter was expanded to include them.  There were a few isolated heat sources identified outside the IR heat perimeter, and on some, additional, separate perimeter polygons were created around them.   One of these, is persistent (past 3 flights) and is noted on the IR .pdf map @ 115*10’37.5”W/45*59’36.1”N.    Very little of the IR acreage increase is due to these small expansions (est. 20-50 acres.   The vast majority of growth last night is due to using a new ICT FirePolygon dated 20150911_1139.  (Note: this new ICT FirePolygon does NOT include the Slide Fire.  Therefore, there remains 2 separate IR polygons for these two fires.  Two separate .kmz files were created, one each for each Wash & Slide IR Heat perimeter).
