	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Perimeter mapped using the 8/4 IR perimeter as a starting point. Exact location of fire’s edge was difficult to discern in some places due to weak heat signatures. The primary growth over the previous IR flight was to the north and east where the fire has advanced approximately 0.25 miles north of FS Road 258. This area of fire growth exhibited scattered heat signatures. To the south, the fire’s edge has moved nearly 0.5 miles south from the 8/4 perimeter primarily on NW facing slopes to the east of Cedar Creek. Little growth was detected on the western and southeastern portions of the fire. No intense heat was detected in tonight’s scan, though isolated and scattered heat remains throughout the fire area. One isolated heat was detected 0.1 miles outside the main fire perimeter in the northern portion of the fire at 114 39 26.6 W 46 23 14.73 N.
