	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Perimeter mapped using the 8/8 IR perimeter as a starting point. Exact location of fire’s edge was difficult to discern in some places due to weak heat signatures. 
Image consisted of two runs. I used the point of least tearing to create a trip point to move between images.
Growth was mainly in the North and south perimeter. Multiple heat signatures were marked on the north most tip of the fire and on the southeast most corner of the fire. Two heat signatures were detected in the area of Elk Summit1.5 miles south east of the perimeter.
