Started interpretation with 20160830_2146_Cedar_HeatPerimeter
Cedar has grown in small areas around most of the perimeter, but the majority of growth is in new areas of intense heat north of the main perimeter.  These do not have any clear connection to the main perimeter, so they may have spotted.  The heat has crossed Swamp Creek and run upslope, spotting into the Rabbit Creek drainage.
