There is heat going upslope from the East Fork of Moose Creek toward the divide between Roll Creek watershed. There is also intense heat in the area of Gateway Peak, on the north and northwest facing slopes, both backing down toward Moose Creek.  There are other smaller areas of intense heat around the perimeter. There is scattered heat widely distributed within the perimeter.
