U.S. Forest Service
Aircraft Available for Wildfire Suppression in 2015

In 2015, the U.S. Forest Service expects to have up to 29 Airtankers available for wildfire suppression nationwide (up to 20 contract; 1 U.S. Forest Service; up to 8 Department of Defense) as follows:

*Up to 15 Next Generation Airtankers (Up to 6 awarded through Next Generation Exclusive Use contracts in 2013 [1 DC-10, 1 C-130Q, 2 RJ85s, 2MD87s]; 1 awarded through a Legacy Exclusive Use contract in 2013 [BAe-146]; 1 operated by the U.S. Forest Service [C-130H]; and up to 7 expected to be awarded through Next Generation Exclusive Use Contracts in 2015)  
*6 Legacy Airtankers through Exclusive Use contracts awarded in 2013 (P2Vs)
*Up to 8 military C-130s equipped with Modular Airborne Fire Fighting Systems (MAFFS) 

The U.S. Forest Service also expects to have airtankers available through Call When Needed contracts as well as the capability to mobilize 8 CV580s if available through agreements with the state of Alaska and Canada.

In addition, in 2015, the U.S. Forest Service will have available for wildfire suppression nationwide 1 CL415 Water Scooper through a U.S. Forest Service EU contract and 1 Single Engine Airtanker (SEAT) available through a shared Bureau of Land Management/U.S. Forest Service EU contract. 

In 2015, the U.S. Forest Service expects to have the ability to mobilize more than 100 helicopters.  This includes: 

· 34 heavy, 33 medium (including the night flying helicopter in southern California), and 46 light helicopters on EU contracts 
· Approximately 18 heavy, 40 medium, and 150 light helicopters on CWN contracts  
In 2015, additional aircraft are expected to be available through U.S. Department of the Interior contracts.  
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
