


IMT Aviation Branch coordination with Dispatch
1) Resources
a. What is in place? What is ordered? What is available?
i. Process for ordering incident resources (main dispatch or expanded)
1. Marry-up location for aircraft/modules
ii. Process for ordering adjacent/cooperator resources (borrowing)
iii. Process for sharing between IMT and unit/forest

2) Communications
a. FF
b. EMS freq
c. Contact capability between IMT and dispatch (phone and radio)

3) Hazards
a. Hazard Map
b. Airshows/fly-ins/skydiver/general aviation
c. Planned aerial activities (heli-logging, wildlife surveys, projects)

4) Airspace
a. TFR
i. Ordering/cancelling/adjusting
ii. Transitions between airbase(s) and TFR—FF, etc
iii. 24-hr or daylight only
iv. [bookmark: _GoBack]‘Buffer Zone’..local aircraft stay at 2NM away from TFR unless contact to IMT?
b. MTR’s/MOA’s/Restricted airspace
i. Deconfliction/confirmation (how often do they call to check for activity?)
ii. Expected volume/aircraft type/level
iii. Contact numbers

5) Aerial EMS/extraction coordination
a. Roles/responsibilities (who does what/when)
i. Information requirements for order
ii. Contact to aerial EMS provider
iii. Contact to 911
iv. Dispatch tie-in/IMT tie-in
b. Agency medical insertion and/or extraction resources	
i. Smokejumper/rappel/short haul
