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HAZARDS:


1. Two Batteries are located inside of compartment, left side of fuselage.
2. Fuel tanks are internally located, under cabin.

3. Rotor Blades.  
4. 268 Gallons / 1795 pounds of jet fuel.
5. Tail rotor is located extremely close to the ground.








APPROACH TO ENTRY POINT:  (Engines running 80%+)

1.
Approach directly from the side, exercising extreme caution around rotors, which can dip to within four feet of the ground.
PRE-DESIGNATED RESCUEMAN ACTIONS:
1. GAIN ENTRY

               a.
Normal entry – Crew doors: Rotate door handles down and aft, swing doors open.

Emergency entry 

c.
Forcible Entry/Cut- Cut around windows and door frames.

2. ENGINE SHUTDOWN 

   
a.
Pull back throttle(s), located center over head console (outside levers), aft past the detent (Yellow handles).

 
b.
Pull two fuel levers, located inside of throttle levers on center overhead console, aft.


c.
Pull rotor brake lever, located between fuel levers on center overhead console, aft.


d.
Press battery button, located left upper corner of center overhead panel to OFF.

AIRCREW EXTRACTION

OTHER FACTORS:
1. Special tools/equipment: Power rescue saw and crash axe.

2. Location of switches and equipment and emergency shutdown procedures may vary for individual aircraft.  Crews should be briefed prior to helicopter dispatch.
