“JOLLY 91”

BRIEFING STATEMENT:

Major Hunt is the commanding officer for ”Jolly 91” and the Para Rescue Team stationed in Redding, California. The crew will attend the daily 0900 briefing conducted at the Redding Tanker Base to receive pertinent information associated with their mission. This team is positioned in Redding to support deployed National Guard personnel and area fire fighters.
HELICOPTER CAPABILITIES:

Night Vision, in-air refueling, 200’ hoist, 150’ rappel, external loads, bucket and six passengers or 5 patients. Complete communication system for FM, AM and UHF.
EQUIPMENT ON BOARD:

 Extrication - Jaws of Life, chainsaw, crash axe and 20,000 lb lift bags. Climbing equipment for high angle rock rescue.
PARA RESCUE PERSONNEL:

Para Rescue Medics with ACLS certification, medications and AED. The team also specializes in trauma emergencies and can treat one to five patients.

AVAILABILITY:

“Jolly 91” and Para Rescue Team will be available 0900 - 2100. Ready Alert time is 60 minutes to launch. Typically, the team launches in 30 minutes.
ORDERING PROCEDURES:
Initially follow the “ACCIDENT COMMUNICATION PROCEDURES FOR THE ICC” listed in the Incident Action Plan. Air transportation requires the notification of the incident AOBD and/or ASGS.
“Jolly 91” is a resource that fits the “Emergency Air Medivac” criteria for “Any life or limb-threatening injury or illness”. If the evacuation can be accomplish safely and effectively with an area Life Flight it should be utilized first. Patient access by hoist or rappel will require “Jolly 91” for this type of emergency. Major Hunt has the final say in the decision process to accept or decline the mission.
