IR Tech Kazimir keenly noted the heat to the south of the scan box, however was unable to scan the southern portion due to thunder cell activity. The one strip of imagery that was produced had banding of cloud cover obscuring portions of the scan area, and cut off the southern fire along the scan edge.

	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
***See notes above about issues with imagery. Areas obscured by cloud cover and/or off the scan were denoted on the map and in the provided shapefiles/kmz. 
Three heat sources on the east facing slope on the west side of elevator mountain were mapped in off-nadir, partially latticed imagery. The strong heat signatures indicate potential heat in this location. However, due to the mentioned issues with obscured / partial imagery, it is possible these heat signatures are either part of/connected to the main fire, or possibly mapped in error. It is suggested that this portion of the fire be evaluated for heat if there are concerns about heat in the area. These three locations are:
114 50 0.47 W   45 58 10.08 N, 
114 50 1.41 W   45 58 6.33 N, and
114 50 1.93 W   45 58 2.98 N.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Overall fire growth appeared to be limited, though scattered and isolated heat was found on and around Elevator Peak and in the NE portion of the fire to the north of Eagle Rock Peak.
