[bookmark: _GoBack]Eastern edge of fire perimeter most active.  Intense heat mapped primarily on the southern and eastern edges of fire, with majority of the remaining perimeter mapped as scattered heat.  Two isolated heat sources detected approximately 1.3 miles northeast from active fire edge, (see map for coordinates), north of trail 647.  A third isolated heat source detected further away in a similar direction, approximately 4.5 miles ahead of fire near Windy Saddle on road 285 (see map for coordinates – this point was not displayed on map).
