	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
Significant fire growth detected, with two new isolated fires detected north of the main perimeter.
     Myers fire (Bat Rock area) grew significantly, with numerous isolated heat sources detected outside the perimeter to the immediate south.  Main perimeter mapped mostly as scattered heat, with some areas of very intense heat; several islands of heat were mapped separate from the main perimeter, on the northern edge.
   Intense heat and perimeter expansion detected on the west/northwestern flank of Rain fire.  The eastern-most edge and southern edge experienced moderate growth as well.  Most of the fire mapped as scattered heat, with some isolated heat pockets as well.  Isolated heat sources outside the main perimeter detected south of the western-most edge, between the fire and Salmon River, and more detected further away (approximately 1.5 miles) from the eastern-most edge, between Cliff Creek and Ladder Creek.
    Prospector fire was new for this night’s IR mapping, and is approximately 4 miles northeast of Rain.  Perimeter mapped as mostly intense heat, the rest being scattered heat.
    Another isolated heat source was detected away from all three fires, approximately 5 miles north of Rain and 2 miles northwest of Boston Mountain.  IR flight crew picked up another fire further north, that had not been requested yet.  This fire is approximately 107 acres and was mapped as mostly scattered heat.  This fire is between Granite Peak and Little Green Mountain, near Three Prong Creek.
