	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
C50400 - the fire was able to be scanned tonight. Isolated heat was detected along the South, East and Northwest flanks of the fire. A large area of intense and scattered heat was detected mid East flank near the lake shore. Another area of scattered heat was detected on the northern tip of the fire. The last area of intense and scattered heat was detected mid-west flank. 

C50418 - The whole fire perimeter was captured tonight. The fire continues to have pockets of intense, scattered heat along the perimeter with numerous isolated heat sources. The detected heat is less than the last 2 nights. 
K71185 - There were 3 areas of instense heat that I missed erasing from the C50400 intense heat shapefile that showed up at the North end of the K71185 last night. The heat was not detected tonight and the data was corrected and resubmitted. One additional area of heat perimeter with intense heat was detected on the north end of the fire. There were 10 isolated heat sources scattered in the fire and outside of the northern end.
