	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
C40429: A lot of heat around the edges and in the center of the fore.  It was hard to tell exactly where the NE edge was since it is spotty throughout the rock cliffs.  The last image also had a good look at K71219.  It has grown a little.

K21478: Found this little fire and it looks like it is backing down the hill.  On the edge of the image, there is some fire to the south that I have shown as isolated heat.
K31483: This fire has a lot of heat on the northern edge.

K31585: This fire, too, is very hot.
