	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
C40429: A lot of heat around the edges and scattered in the center of the fire and on either side of the power line.

K71110: Wow, this fire is really hard to work on.  It is in wilderness so there are very few features to use.  There continues to be a lot of heat along either side of the drainage.  I found heat on the very edge of the second strip way behind a terrain 'shadow'.  I think I have placed them correctly given the image stretch in that direction.  I found a lot of isolated heat in the southeast area of the fire but I can't tell if it had burned there prior to our flying it so I have just marked them out by themselves.  I will look tonight to see if there is a current landsat tm scene that can give us some clues as to what is going on there.

K31483: This fire still has a lot of heat on the northern and eastern edges.

K31585: This fire, too, is very hot but has only grown a little on the south end.
