	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
C50418 -  No clouds tonight. The complete perimeter was scanned. Much more heat was observed tonight. Large areas of intese heat and scattered heat were detected in the majority of the perimeter growth areas. This happened on the mid-East flank, mid north flank and 2 areas on the West flank. Small pockets of intense and scattered heat that formed a rind were detected along most of the other  areas of the boundary. Increase of 2,673 hectares was noted. 
K11011, K11303 and K11009- Most of the heat activity occurred in the K11303 fire. This fire and the K11009 have pretty much joined at the East flank of K 11303. The Southern flank of the fire continues to hold a lot of heat. Most of the perimeter gain occurred in the Western end of the fire, where the fire has crossed over the creek and ran up the North side of the valley. Fire K11009 showed some small pockets of intense heat and some isolated heat sources along the West flank were it has joined with K11303. K 11011 showed more heat tonight. There were some small pockets of intense heat detected in the Southeast corner as well as the Northeast corners of the fire. Many isolated heat sources were detected in the same areas.
