	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
C40429: There is still a lot of heat at the south and eastern edges and scattered in the center of the fire.  **I pulled in the eastern edge where it winds along the ridge and the western edge above the bluffs using the Landsat7 scene of 8/24/2009 which decreased the size a bit.  The box was lower to the north from previous flights (51o 4' instead of 51o 9') so the far northern portion of the fire was not flown.
*K71110: I downloaded a Landsat7 scene dated 8/24/2009 and could tell where the fire had been.  The updated shapefiles are posted with the others flown by NIROPS tonight.  The new area calculation is from this new perimeter.  The heat I had seen two nights ago, indeed, was in areas that had burned.  There is a little spot fire on the west edge of the main perimeter, though.  

K31483: This fire still has a lot of heat on this fire and it doubled in size.

K31585: There is hardly any heat left on this little fire.
