Lava Canyon - There was huge areas of growth with Intense and Scattered heat detected all along the North end of the fire as well as the North ans South ends of the East flank.  I was not prepared to see this much growth and heat tonight. I would like to find out if there were burn out operations going on? Maybe wind?. The scan box for this fire needs to grow to the North and West. Change the North coordinate to 52 degrees 8 seconds, and the West to -123 degrees 57 seconds. It is possible that an additional run will most likely be scanned if the fire continues to grow to the North (for a total of 5 runs). If this takes place it will be difficult to interpret more than one more small fire.
