	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
C40429: This fire is heading north and northwest like no tomorrow.  There is a lot of heat east and west of the power line on the north end.  You may have to extend the box to the north tomorrow.  It has gone over the ridge and on into a couple other drains on the north and the northeast.  Scattered heat remains where it is burning in leftover fuels in the interior.  There is some heat on the south side just over the ridge from the reservoir as well.
K31483: Looks like a nice burn-out on the north end of the fire.  I don't know if that is what is also taking place on the south edge, but both were extremely hot.  Residual heat remains in the interior.
