	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
 Lots of intense heat on the north, south and particularly the west side of the fire.  There are some spots of heat away from the main portion of the fire, which were mapped as isolated heat sources.  On the southwest part of the fire, there was a very large amount of heat that appeared to be aerial and not on the ground at this time.  It was obscuring that portion of the fire edge.  Therefore, the SW portion of the heat perimeter is estimated and may be further to the west than where it is mapped.  The box can probably be shortened a bit to the south unless rapid growth is expected in that direction.  May want to watch the box to increase it on the west side of the fire, if the growth continues in that direction.
