	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
     There was significant growth on the fire in almost every direction.  This appears to be a very spotty fire, although there may have been fuels burning on the two days between the flights that have cooled down now and were not detected.  There are several new "spots of scattered or intense heat" with no apparent connection to the rest of the fire.  There were several points that are located away from the main body of the fire that may or may not actually be heat.  One is located to the north of the fire, at approximately 50 23 56.5/-121 54 37.8   Lat/Long.  Locating this and a few of the other potential heat sources precisely was very difficult due to the almost complete cloud cover in that area along with the lack of ortho rectification.
