Lava Canyon - There were so many clouds tonight that the aircrew was only able to scan the bottom 3 runs( with much of that covered in clouds). I did not map clouds tonight. The heat that is shown on the map was the only areas visable through the clouds. All other areas were obscured by the clouds. Also I was called at 0100 8/31 and was told that that 144Z was back in Bellingham after they had a fuel guage come on. They were unable to scan boxes 3, 4, 5, and 7.
