	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
   The south half of the fire was very quiet with only one isolated heat source detected.  The fire grew mostly to the west and slightly to the north.  The southernmost "arm" of heat that grew to the west is just about out of fuel.  It is growing up into the alpine areas and may cease to expand soon.  Areas of intense and scattered heat were detected throughout the north part of the fire, with only one isolated heat source placed outside the main perimeter on the far northwest part of the perimeter.
