	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
K1-1011- There was very little perimeter growth on this fire. Most of the activity was on northern side moving toward the northwest There were some areas of heat on the southeast side of the fire as well as some isolated heat on the Southwest edge of the fire.
K1-1303- Most of the activity was north side of the reservoir and pushing north with a lot of intense heat. There was some heat on the south and east edges where it was burning through the cut blocks. It also looks like fire K1-1009 shows some isolated heat in between the East edge of K1-1303 and the West edge of K1-1011.
