	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
C40429: There was a large area of growth with intense heat along the northwest edge of the fire. Much of the rest of the perimeter was the same or small areas of creep. Several isolated heat sources were observed on the north and west edges including two that seemed to be over the dozer lines at 51 09', -121 58'.
The box did not quite cover (or the aircraft did not fly) the very northern tip of the fire. The north coordinate should be moved to 51 13'
