	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
   Large amount of perimeter growth to the north.  Additionally, there is one intense heat area and one isolated heat source north of the road north of the perimeter.  Lat/long - approx. 51 01' 42" x -122 13' 47" and 51 01' 45" x -122 13 50.5 respectively.  There are also several isolated areas of heat, to the north of the heat perimeter, halfway between the east and west that are nearing the top of the ridge, 51 0' 48" x -122 11' 50"; these may be connected to the main perimeter, but it was difficult to tell from the imagery.  There were also some isolated heat sources outside the line on the southeast portion of the perimeter.  Again, they may be connected to the main perimeter, but the connection was not obvious.  The hottest portions of the fire were the northwest and west.

Also, sorry for the lack of zipped shapefiles.  My computer had an "automatic update" this evening and the zip has not been working correctly since that time.  Will fix for tomorrow night.
