	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
There are two areas of heat in the imagery.  The one to the south is the largest, with areas of intense heat noted along the both the north and south perimeters.  There are two isolated heat sources outside the perimeter approx. 150 meters to the north.

The northern fire is smaller with less intense heat.  There is an isolated heat source approx. 300 meters to the north of this heat perimeter in the west aspect canyon bottom below the main fire.
