	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
 There is a new fire started west of perimeter C10191 as well as east of C20263.  Based on the heat mapped tonight, fire behavior seems to be picking up significantly.
C10221 - very quiet  - small perimeter changes - 2,403 Ha
C20270 - some intense heat - 16.2 Ha
The new fire west of C10191 - mapped as individual areas of heat perimeter, intense and scattered heat areas and isolated heat sources because it was not possible to find actual perimeter in that area. - 424 Ha mapped. 
C10191 - some perimeter expansion - 10,314 Ha
C20263 - may also have residual heat from a fire to the north, so this may be an underestimate - 5,855 Ha
Some scattered heat areas and isolated heat sources mapped to the east of C20263 - these appear to belong to two separate fires.  One is C20266 and has only isolated heat sources, no perimeter change - 508 Ha
The other area of heat is mapped as scattered areas of heat and heat perimeter though probably part of one or more large fires - 33 Ha of heat mapped
C20310 - most of heat is along the east edge  - 438 Ha
