Current Symbology Standards for Aviation Hazards:
· Local symbology standards are derived from ODF symbology from the 2007 data release.

· National symbology standards derived from published FAA standards.

· Vertical Obstruction hazards (Local and National) adopted the symbology used by ODF for map simplicity.
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· A separate symbol for Repeater Towers was suggested (Miles Hancock). Currently, repeaters are symbolized as a Vertical Obstruction.
