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Accomplishments:

Three team members attended the Mardi Gras festival in St. Marys.  Our main setup was at the entrance of the National Park Service building.  This was an excellent location because it was where people boarded to leave for Cumberland Island, whe[image: image1.png]


re the vendors were set up and also where the parade passed by.  There were approximately 10,000 people attending the event; we interacted with probably 2,500 of those by either short encounters or sometimes lengthy discussions about the drought situation and the use of Firewise principles to protect their homes.  Firewise materials were distributed; Smokey products were also used to attract children in order to reach parents.
Two team members attended the Olustee Reenactment  in Baker County.  Between 2,500 and 3,000 people attended, with a large number of Boy Scouts.  The Scout Masters were very receptive to incorporating Firewise into Scout activities. Only a few of the people we interacted with knew about Firewise.  We talked about the goal of Firewise, current drought situation and short-term weather predictions for the area.
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
