Accomplishments: 

(Administrative accomplishments will not be shown in the daily reports.)
Called Neal Edmundson, Prescribed Fire Coordinator, GFC, to discuss the presence of the team and verify the prescribed fire message. The gatrees.org website is the source for program information. He stated GFC conducts burns on approximately 1.5 million acres and plows nearly 30,000 miles of fire breaks in the state.  About 150,000 acres of burn are done in the vicinity of interface situations.

Met with fire chiefs and/or representatives of the fire departments in Camden County. They described the need to re-contact Mariner’s Landing and rejuvenate the Firewise Community that once existed. Three other locations were identified as areas of concern. Georgia Forestry Commission will work with the local fire departments to evaluate the situation and introduce Firewise to those communities. An interest was expressed to elevate the fire departments’ training qualifications to become certified to work on federal incidents, primarily on Cumberland Island. The team recommends an interagency effort to facilitate the training to increase the wildfire suppression capacity of the county.

Distributed Firewise information, with the assistance of Georgia Forestry, to the local community on Sapelo Circle in Poppel Farms subdivision.

Talked to Rusty Clark, Chief Ranger for McIntosh County, regarding Black Island’s areas of concern.  He provided a Black Island key contact of Sam Souther. 
Attended the Tree Care Seminar held in Woodbine.  A varied group of landscapers, foresters, and arborists from Georgia and Florida were participating in classes concerning tree care, landscaping and related topics.  There were approximately 80 people in attendance.  Contact was established by providing Firewise materials and handouts to all seminar participants.  Two team members staffed the Firewise exhibit and answered questions concerning the program.  Team gave a brief presentation concerning current fire conditions, the activation of the Golden Isles Fire Prevention and Education Team, the status of the Honey Prairie Wildfire and the continuing drought conditions.  
Key contacts were established with the following entities in hopes of developing future Firewise opportunities:  City of Savannah; City of Tybee; Dr. David Moorhead, Professor of Silviculture, University of Georgia Extension Service; Dr. Don Gardner, Glynn County Extension Agent (Master Gardner Program); Robbie Edalgo, Camden County UGA Extension Agent.
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
