September 2nd,  2003 Daily Activity Report

Re-worked draft version of fire prevention poster showing what wildfire did in the O’Brien Creek drainage in a thinned stand, and what it did in a dense untreated stand.    Passed on to agency folks for review, comments and suggestions.  

Conference call with Seeley Lake Ranger District staff concerning use of enclosed wood-stoves in wilderness.  Other Forests in Bob Marshal Complex are allowing hunters and outfitters to use wood stoves with spark arrestor screens.  There is a need to be consistent  across the wilderness complex. This will need to be coordinated with SW Zone Restriction Coordinator to possibly include other agencies and other wilderness areas within the zone.

Met with University of Montana Athletic Department staff.  Scheduling Smokey appearance at half-time home football game to present Monte and Coach Selvig an appreciation plaque.  Will have 60 second defensible space PSA featuring Monte aired on the giant stadium Sony screen.  Can’t get squeezed in for first home game, but UM Marketing Director will do best to schedule for following weekend home game (23,000 target audience).

Continued work on the school project.  Contacted and faxed Hamilton, Corvallis, and St. Joseph’s School. Corvallis is a go, St. Joseph’s and Hamilton will follow up later this week.  Also met with Ed Fenton from the Confederated Salish and Kootenai tribes, Ed was enthusiastic about the poster program and will inform us in the morning with what the tribes want to do w/ the school poster program.

Updated FIO contacts for ongoing fires.  Contacted and set up schedule with IMT’s for public meetings the prevention team will participate in.

Spoke at Missoula area retiree group function about fire restrictions and firewise home activities.

Collected different versions of homeowner defensible space inspection checklists.  Evaluating to determine what is best version for local use.

Picked up Andrew Kong at Missoula airport.  Andrew, Inyo National Forest fire prevention specialist, has returned to the team for another two-week assignment.  Briefed Andrew on updated conditions/team activities and priorities.
