Wildfire Threat to Central/West Texas Continues

Hazardous conditions continue to exist in Central, and West Texas harboring the potential for dangerous Wildfires. Despite recent spotty rainfall on Friday, most areas in the region continue to be threatened. Weather forecasts call for continuing hot temperatures and extremely low humidity levels, a dangerous prescription for dry vegetation and extreme fire behavior.


The only missing element to cause Wildland Fires is the spark that could come from any number of causes. The primary causes of Wildland Fires in Texas generate from human activity. Outdoor burning is now prohibited in many counties (check locally for burn bans). Recent Fires starts have come from Hay Baling operations, Welding activities, and even loose trailer chains being drug down a roadway. 


 Texas Forest Service Officials caution residents to avoid additional outdoor activities that could easily start the next devastating Wildfire.

· Avoid parking vehicles in grassy areas (Hot Catalytic Converters start fires)
· Contain Campfires, and leave the completely cold
· Maintain ATV muffler systems to prevent sparks

· Discard cigarettes, pipes and cigars properly
