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Prevention Objectives and Strategies





Objective 1:  Provide consistent Firewise and fire prevention messages to the public, local governments and media. To inform the citizens of Polk and Haralson Counties of the arson situation in the area and to provide options to reduce the amount of arson fires.  The objective is not limited to the arson “issue”, but will focus on all “human caused fires.”
	

Strategy 1:  Our approach was to incorporate existing fire prevention materials into our message, which included arson awareness.  These strategies are effective and can reduce the number of arson fires in the area, as well as educate the public on the dangers associated with all human caused fires. The goal of our team, and its partners, was to provide outreach to the younger population of the counties, as well as the older concerned citizens. 
 
	Tasks:
· Interview with radio talk show host Frank Burgess at WGAA in Cedartown, WKNG in Tallapoosa and WRGA in Rome to discuss the fire situation in the area, as well as to deliver the fire prevention message. The radio station WGAA has requested more radio interviews with Chief Ranger Denise Croker throughout the summer.
· Newspaper articles and website postings in local county print media establishments.
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Objective 2:  Promote regional Firewise & fire prevention and CWPP efforts and events already under way including presentations to civic groups and senior citizen organizations, participation in community events.
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Strategy 2:  Making face-to-face contact with the citizens of Polk and Haralson Counties. 
 
Tasks: 
· Attended the local fishing rodeo and Farm Day
· Manned a Firewise exhibit at Wal-Mart and Home Depot
· Distributed fire prevention information at the local rodeo at Waco in Haralson County
· Presented at Boy Scouts
· Conducted fire prevention/arson awareness programs for the Westside Elementary School, Haralson County Middle School, Rockmart Middle School, Cherokee Elementary School
· Attended the Tallapoosa Lions and Rotary Club luncheons, as well as 5:14 civic group meeting and presented a power point focused on fire prevention/education.

Objective 3:  Raise overall awareness of high fire wildfire danger, restrictions and precautions currently in place on public and private lands in North Georgia.

Strategy 3:  We had productive discussions with a number of officials in various incorporated communities within Polk and Haralson Counties.

Tasks:
· Distributed of Firewise starter packets.  These packets were given to all incorporated communities within these counties. 
· Introduced the incorporated communities of Polk and Haralson counties to the Firewise Program, especially in the communities with a disproportionate number of human caused wildfires.
· Encourage landowners in high fire areas to mitigate fuel loading so wildfires are less intense.  Introduce Community Protection Grant to qualifying communities.

Objective 4:  Help promote Arson Awareness Week (May 5th-11th).

Objective 5:  Creation of new Fire Prevention products.


Strategy 5:  The approach for the development of new products for use in the campaign was to take the message to the community.

Tasks:
· Purchased roadside corrugated signage displaying the Arson Hotline number.  These signs were placed at the intersections of roads within the communities where arson fires are the most prevalent.
· Created Arson word search puzzle for distribution in school presentations within Polk and Haralson counties.
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Objective 6:  Work to provide ground training to current CDI District Fire Prevention Coordinators

Strategy 6:  Work with new District Fire Prevention Coordinators to establish a foundation for these coordinators to gain the knowledge and confidence to become an effective Fire Prevention Coordinator for the district. Trainees learned by doing. 

Tasks:
· Developed outreach materials.
· Contacted schools and civic groups to schedule trainings and presentation.
· Writing newspaper articles and conducting radio interviews.
· Documenting the campaign in the final reporting process.
· Work toward getting trainees certified as Fire Prevention Team Members through task book development.
· Trainees produced powerpoint presentations for production at scheduled gatherings for school groups and civic organizations.
· Trainees designed and produced fire prevention products for distribution throughout Polk and Haralson Counties.
· Trainees promoted the Firewise program in the smaller incorporated communities throughout Polk and Haralson Counties

[bookmark: _Toc298064634]Roadside Signage:  We designed 35 roadside signs for distribution at roadside intersections in the areas of Polk and Haralson Counties where arson fires are most prevalent.  These signs will serve to provide residents in these areas with vital information on the hotline phone number to report arson fires.  Signs were purchased at Parker Printing in Cedartown, Georgia. 

Arson Word Search Puzzle:  Created an Arson word search puzzle to distribute to local school groups in Polk and Haralson Counties.  The word search puzzle was used to instruct students of the dangers of arson fires.
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Key Messages

Summary:
Due to disproportionate number of arson fires in the area, this campaign will focus on educating the citizens of Polk and Haralson Counties on the dangers of human-caused fires, and the methods that will help to reduce these fires.  The team will conduct Firewise and wildfire prevention (arson) awareness activities.  The primary purpose of this team is to raise awareness and to help prevent human-caused wildfires through effective communication and activities.  

Target Audiences:
· Citizens of Polk and Haralson Counties
· Residents, homeowners, and landowners 
· Public land users
· Interagency partners
· Local fire departments
· Media

Key Messages:
· Human- caused fires in north Georgia are excessive, the number of arson fires in the Polk and Haralson Counties make up roughly ¼ of the total arson fires in the state. 
· Arson fires in Polk and Haralson Counties are excessive.  These fires have damaged timber and homes.
· The cost associated with the suppression of these arson fires is high, and firefighters risk their lives in the suppression efforts.
· Two arrests have been made in connection with arson fires in Haralson County.  These arrests were made due to concerned citizens calling the arson hotline (1-800-428-7337) to report the crimes.
· The arrest will hopefully deter future arson fires.  Empowering the citizens with the knowledge of how to the report these arsonists, and instilling the confidence in them to make that reporting call.

· Significant rainfall and cooler temperatures has created misconceptions regarding the fire danger in North Georgia.
· Despite significant rainfall and cool weather the issue with human caused fires remains, and the potential for human-caused fires will resume when the woods are dry enough to burn.

· Due to increased human-caused fires, and in light of recent arrest, a National Wildfire Prevention and Education Team were ordered for Polk and Haralson Counties in Northern Georgia.
· This team consists of fire prevention specialists from the Georgia Forestry Commission, Polk County Emergency Management Agency, Polk County Fire Department and Haralson County Fire Department. 
· The goal of this team is to empower individuals in regions with high human-caused fires with the knowledge needed to report violators for arson related fires, and to be prepared if a wildfire should occur in their community by making their homes fire safe with the Firewise principles.
· Create Firewise communities with Polk and Haralson Counties.
· Information on Firewise communities can be found at www.firewise.org. 

· Working with the public as well as local officials to develop fire prevention strategies is critical to the success of this mission.
· The multi-agency fire prevention team will work with homeowner associations, city and county officials, and local fire departments to educate individuals in the affected counties about the elevated risk of wildfires this spring.
· Local organizations (churches, volunteer groups, special interest groups, etc.) are encouraged to get involved.

Arson Awareness and Fire Prevention Talking Points:

· The team will educate local citizens on the appropriate actions to take in the event of an arson fire.  The message will also include how to prepare properties to be fire safe in the event of a wildfire.  The statistics in these talking points were taken from the Georgia Forestry Commission website:
· “Keep Your Guard Up”; despite recent rainfall there is still a risk of wildfire, even though EPD’s Outdoor Burn Ban is in effect.
· Contact local Forestry Unit in your area for burning guidelines
· Wildland interface wildfires cause economic loss and other hardships to
 Homeowners, community’s local resources.
· Careless debris burning is the #1 cause of wildfires in Georgia
· Incendiary fire is #1 in Polk/Haralson.
· Historically, these two counties have had unusually high Incendiary/Arson related fires. National FPT assigned 7 days to bring awareness to human caused fires and stress importance of reporting all suspicious fires.
· Distribute Firewise information.

· National FPT assigned 7 days to bring awareness to human caused fires and stress importance of reporting all suspicious fires.

· Distribute Firewise information.

Firewise Talking Points:
· The team will give advice for becoming proactive in protecting lives and properties in the event of a wildfire through the National Fire Protection Association’s Firewise program (www.Firewise.org).  
· Create 30 feet of defensible space around one’s property.
· Reduce flammable vegetation, trees and brush around your home.  
· Remove or prune trees seven to 10 feet from ground and 15 feet from chimney.
· Cut grass and weeds regularly.
· Relocate woodpiles and leftover building materials away from home.
· Keep roof and yard clear of debris.
· Identify your home with an address on a mailbox or sign.
· Easy access, easy egress (can fire trucks get in? Can you get out?).
· Have a roof that will not burn (noncombustible materials).
· Have an emergency plan when wildfire strikes.

Accomplishments:

Key Messages


Summary:
The team will conduct Firewise and wildfire prevention awareness activities.  The primary purpose of this team is to raise awareness and to develop Firewise communities.  With adequate planning and cooperation among varying interests, wildfires can occur without disastrous loss of life, property and resources.
Firewise Communities goal is to promote community-wide participation in the use of technology, policy and practices that minimize the loss of life and property to wildfire, independent of firefighting efforts.

Key Messages:


· Firewise is a program developed by the U.S. Forest Service and the National Fire Protection Association to educate developers, landowners and homeowners about how they can protect and prevent their communities from wildfire activity.
· The threat of wildfires increases as more people move closer to forestland and rural areas like Rabun County.
· Homes that border forestlands need to have landscaping plans that keep trees safely pruned with vegetation that does not serve as ladders for fires to climb and engulf houses.
· The Georgia Forestry Commission provides Firewise risk assessments for homes and communities upon request.	

· Significant rainfall and cooler temperatures have created misconceptions regarding the fire danger in North Georgia.
· Despite significant rainfall and cool weather the issue with human caused fires remains, and the potential for human-caused fires will resume when the woods are dry enough to burn.

· Due to increased human-caused fires a National Wildfire Prevention and Education Team were ordered for Rabun County in Northern Georgia.
· This team consists of fire prevention specialists from the Georgia Forestry Commission and the US Forest Service. 
· The goal of this team is to empower individuals in regions with high human-caused fires with the knowledge needed to report violators for arson related fires, and to be prepared if a wildfire should occur in their community by making their homes fire safe with the Firewise principles.
· Create Firewise communities with Rabun County.
· Information on Firewise communities can be found at www.firewise.org. 

· Working with the public as well as local officials to develop fire prevention strategies is critical to the success of this mission.
· The multi-agency fire prevention team will work with homeowner associations, city and county officials, and local fire departments to educate individuals in the affected counties about the elevated risk of wildfires this spring.
· Local organizations (churches, volunteer groups, special interest groups, etc.) are encouraged to get involved.

Firewise Talking Points:
· The team will give advice for becoming proactive in protecting lives and properties in the event of a wildfire through the National Fire Protection Association’s Firewise program (www.Firewise.org).  
· Create 30 feet of defensible space around one’s property.
· Reduce flammable vegetation, trees and brush around your home.  
· Remove or prune trees seven to 10 feet from ground and 15 feet from chimney.
· Cut grass and weeds regularly.
· Relocate woodpiles and leftover building materials away from home.
· Keep roof and yard clear of debris.
· Identify your home with an address on a mailbox or sign.
· Easy access, easy egress (can fire trucks get in? Can you get out?).
· Have a roof that will not burn (noncombustible materials).
· Have an emergency plan when wildfire strikes.

Eric Mosley met with the U.S. Forest Service at Unicoi to discuss the role of prescribed fire and mitigation practices throughout the Southern Appalachians.  He is planning on presenting information on the Fire Adaptive Communities on Thursday.

Shannon Dean met with Mrs. Becky Callahan of the Lake Burton Community to walk through the process of how to become a Firewise community.  Because of the size of the community it will be broken up into several separate communities.  They will be meeting again on June 15, 2013 at 5:30 pm.

Mark Sparrow signed up the Bear Gap Community for the Community Firewise Program.  The application has been completed and the assessment will be conducted tomorrow.

Beryl Budd attended the realtors meeting this morning at the Remax office in Rabun County, where he presented the Firewise program to a group of realtors. Denise Croker also presented the program to those present at the Senior Activities Center.

Accomplishments:

The North Georgia Fire Prevention and Education Team 2013 worked to bring the North Georgia Campaign to a close today.  The final report was completed by Allison Segrest for the entire assignment, which included Polk, Haralson and Rabun Counties.  Shannon Dean and Mark Sparrow conducted the community assessment for Bear Gap, and started assembling the Firewise plan to include their recommendations.  Denise Croker wrote thank you letters to all of the supporting parties of the team to include Polk, Haralson and Rabun Counties.  Beryl Budd constructed a map using the Arcmap program to identify all of the communities contacted in Rabun County, which included the 2 Firewise Communities that were recently established in Rabun County.

The team did an excellent job meeting the objectives of their assignment.  Residents of Polk and Haralson are more aware of the real issues behind their wildfire problems, and are empowered with the knowledge that measures can be taken to reduce the number of arson fires in the area.  They also realize that most human caused fires can be reduced by exercising caution, and by utilizing the services of their local Georgia Forestry Commission professionals. The push to create Firewise communities in Polk and Haralson counties will help to secure all neighborhoods, but especially those in the neighborhoods that are plagued with a high number of human caused fires.

The team also played an intricate part in assessing and educating the communities in Rabun County.  We learned that the number of homes in this county that have been built on steep terrain, with limited fire protection is troubling for fire professionals and homeowners alike.  The Firewise program in this region is a must, and following the principles of this program for these property owners can truly make a difference in the event of a wildfire.  

The follow-up plan for this entire campaign is massive, and will extend well into the future.  The efforts of this team have been fruitful, and the hard work and commitment by all is appreciated.
