Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 

Nearly 900 acres of growth were mapped, primarily associated with the ongoing firing operations in the northwest corner of 

the fire. This burnout has progressed west and turned the corner south and is approximately 0.5 miles north of the Elkhorn 

Communications Site. Fire growth also occurred, along with intense heat in Thirsty Gulch, north of Last Chance Creek, and in 

the southern portion of the fire in the Lookout Creek Drainage and the South Fork of Burnt River drainage.  Relatively little 

growth was mapped on the disconnected portion of fire on the south eastern corner of the fire between the table frock area 

and the Egg Spring area. Scattered heat remains along the fire’s northern, western and southern edges.  
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
