[bookmark: _GoBack]Growth as expected was in the SE corner of the fire.  There were a lot of spots that were out in front of the main fires edge as predicted from when we talked. The spots looked to have reached into the bottom of Bullrun Creek.  There was also one spot that was off to the south of the main fire in the little Malheur drainage.  Fixed the finger that we talked about north of table rock lookout so some added acreage was from that.  NW corner showed some intense heat and a lot of Scattered heat close to the line.  Looked like it was a pocket that was burning out.  Compared to last IR looks like the mop up is going well on the W, N, and E flanks.
