As expected fire continues to grow to the S/SE.  Could see the burnout that was being done along the wilderness boundary, did not see anything of concern from that.  Main part of the fire looks to be hanging above little Malheur River to the East side.  There were a lot of spots showing on the SE side of Monument Rock.  The Far SE corner of the fire has crossed south bullrun creek.

The NW corner of the fire still has a lot of scattered heat and looks to have almost burned out the two islands of green that were in that corner.  The west side of the fire did have a lot of isolated heats that were close to the line just north of Deardorff Mountain
