[bookmark: _GoBack]QR code reader and Avenza PDF Maps.
Uses:  Use to download geotagged PDF’s to local device while internet access is accessible.  PDF is on the phone while out of internet range.  GPS will show where on the map you are.
Overview:  QR code reader will read a QR code.  Codes can be placed on the cover of daily IAP’s.  After the code is scanned, it will take you to a web site with incident maps.  Copy the URL of the map you want and put it in PDF Maps.  This will give you a map on your device.  Once you are physically within the map area, it will show you on the map.  Internet access will be needed to download the map, but not after that.  Ideally the map will be downloaded at fire camp where there is internet access.  After that, internet access will not be needed because the pdf will be on your phone.  Internet access is not required for GPS to work.
Directions:
From the app store, search for “QR Reader for iPhone”.   Install QR reader on the device.  
Search for “Avenza PDF Maps”.  Install Avenza PDF Maps on the device.
Open QR reader app and scan barcode.  This should take you to a site that has pdf files.  Choose a map to view.  
Copy URL of pdf file to clipboard.  To copy URL, on iPhone, press and hold finger on link to file until "Open, Copy,Cancel" options appear.  Choose Copy.

Open PDF Maps app.  In upper right hand corner of app, click the + sign.  
At the bottom of the next screen, in the box that says "From the Web", click and hold until "Paste" appears.  Click paste.   Click go.
The program will download the map.  Click on the file name.
The map will open and the blue dot will indicate where you are at.
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Placemarks can be added to your current position along with pictures.
To place a placemark, click the placemark icon that is the second from the left. That will drop the placemark.  To edit the placemark with information including pictures, click the blue arrow next to the placemark that you just added.  To add a picture to the placemark, click "Photos".  From there you can take a picture or choose from your  library.
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To export all of the data including your location, attributes of the Placemark and the picture you added, click the icon second from the right.  Choose the placemark to export.  Export to KML and mail the file.
The recipient can open the file in google earth and see the attributes and attached picture.
This app can be used for placing placemarks and adding pictures to placemarks of safety issues, inventory such as pump locations including pictures of serial numbers.  This can be exported to base camp during the incident and it can also be sent to the receiving unit at transition time.
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
