	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
First look at Bendire Complex with NIROPS.  Started with the perimeter found in WFDSS for Bendire Complex, Pole Gulch Fire, from 081215 at 1400.  The NW part of the fire was completely cool and it was not possible to tell where the perimeter was from the IR imagery.  The perimeter was left untouched in that area from where Hunter Creek intersects the perimeter on the west (section 1) around to the north and east to where Bully Creek crosses from section 25 to section 30.  
There was quite a bit of intense heat to the east of there where the heat is to the south of Bully Creek moving to the east and south towards Bendire Road.

In such light fuels, it is difficult to pick up what has already burned and is not retaining any heat.  On the east and south edges of the fire, the heat was mapped, and the perimeter of the heat was mapped.  There is quite a bit of intense heat on Bendire Ridge and to the east near the S. Fork Indian Creek.  The fire appears to be getting close (3/4 mile when IR was flown) to Big Springs.  Further to the south, the heat is to the east of De Armond Mountain, with some intense heat in Big Flat and just north of Warm Springs Reservoir.  

There may be areas outside of this area that have burned and cooled.  On the south and south west, again, the heat perimeter was brought in from the WFDSS perimeter to line up with the detected heat.
