	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The fire pushed across Bully Creek to the northeast, although it was not entirely clear on the imagery the exact location.  The area where it crosses Bully Creek is approximate.  

The most intense heat was on the southeast corner of the northeast finger that made a push to the east.  These fingers are located near Clover Creek, Ridge Road Reservoir, and just north of Bully Creek.

There was a small area of intense heat near Bendire Ridge on the south side.  Most of the fire on the southwest end is just scattered heat.  

In the northeast corner near the mouth of Hay Canyon, there appears to be some spotting ahead of the fire.  This does not appear to be connected to the main perimeter. T17S R40E section 9.
