The heat perimeter expanded by 10% (212 acres) from last night’s IR. Most of the expansion was on the eastern and northern flanks. 
There is very little intense heat…only a few slivers on the east flank. 
There is scattered and isolated heat throughout much of the interior of the heat perimeter.
